LA FINESTRA CAFÉ TO OPEN AT MUSEUM OF GLASS

TACOMA, WA. — Museum of Glass is thrilled to 
welcome La Finestra Café into its restaurant space. 
Founded by Leanne and Paul Franetovich of the Mill 
by Jack + Adeline, La Finestra is an extension of 
their unique brand of hospitality. The founders have 
a mission to help build and foster community by 
breaking bread around an equitable table.

“We intend to bring delicious, affordable food like our 
grandmothers used to make, with a focus on locally-
sourced ingredients,” said Franetovich.

The café’s format will lean heavily on grab-and-go 
items, but will also feature special dishes available 
for in-house dining experiences, along with a wine 
and beer program featuring local labels from small, 
family-owned producers. La Finestra will also stock a 
pantry and larder space - including items like locally-
sourced meats, dry pasta, olive oils, and spices - to 
allow visitors to pick up the supplies needed for a 
quick weeknight meal or date-night dinner.

La Finestra is the Italian word for window, an 
appropriate name for a space filled with floor-to-
ceiling windows providing crystal clear views of 
the Museum of Glass fountain and the Thea Foss 
Waterway. The name also pays homage to the amazing pieces on display at the Museum of Glass.
